We aim to support the local economy in everything we do and luckily we happen to be situated in an 
area rich in wine production, which is also the Pinot Noir capital of South Africa. Our primary sourcing 
area is the Overberg, which extends from the Elgin Valley across Bot River, Hermanus, Stanford and 

Elim, ending at Malgas near Swellendam. We also stock wines from further afield and a few sparkling 
wines and champagnes from France, but otherwise our collection is proudly local.
