Mababe 
➢ Distinctly unique for Botswana, Mababe is the exclusive home to one of three distal lakes of the Okavango, where three habitat types converge: the marsh 

(wetland) system of some 2 600 hectares (6 424 acres) fed by the perennial Mababe River, mopane and acacia woodlands, and the immense grassland 
plains.  

➢ mega-herd aggregations, as 
well as a great general diversity of other wildlife, all drawn to the life-giving waters and sustenance of the nutrient-rich grassland. 

➢ Super herds of buffalo and other big herbivores, alongside high densities of lion prides and large hyena clans, result in a highly intense predator-prey 
dynamic. Hunts often play out in daylight (into the late mornings) on the open plains, which makes for easy visuals and impressive photographic 
opportunities. In addition, cheetah are seen in good numbers. 

➢ High density of hyenas, regularly compete with predators (other than only lion) that include leopard, cheetah, African wild dog, bat-eared fox, jackal, African 
wildcat and serval. 

➢ The marsh (wetland) and grassland attract a large number of special bird species. These are particularly productive during the summer season when 
Palearctic and intra-African migrants frequent the region. The area has particularly high densities of a variety of larger eagle species, as well as smaller 
falcons and buzzards, which bombard the mega-million flocks of red-billed quelea in the mid-late dry season (August to end November). 

➢ Unmatched Wildlife Sightings  The Mababe Marsh fills in the summer season, creating a wetland. This progressively disappears in the dry season  
although never completely, with permanent water feeding nutrient-rich grasslands, welcoming great herds. Here it is not uncommon to see 1 000 to 3 000 
strong buffalo herds, tsessebe in their hundreds, and an extraordinary migration as massive herds of zebra pass through at the turn of the season in 
December, and again in March. Lions actively hunt throughout the day, while a high density of hyenas constantly competes with the attendant suite of other 
predators: cheetah, African wild dog, bat-eared fox, jackal, African wild cat and serval. The mopane belt to the east of the vast plains is home to leopard and 
numerous woodland species, while the edges of the marsh host prolific bird life. 

➢ An Iconic Destination  Fly west to east, following the Nqogha and Khwai channels, across the palm-dotted floodplains of the Delta, over riparian forest to 
acacia woodland, and finally large swathes of mopane, which abruptly give way to the shoreline of the ancient Lake Makgadikgadi. And on the other side  
one of the most unique ecosystems in Botswana: the great expanse and immense grasslands of the legendary Mababe Marsh.

Noting that sightings can never 
be guaranteed, and most often such birdlife may be spotted out of the river bed systems in the rocky plains and slopes.

Dian Fossey Burial Site in Volcanoes National Park (Required: Permit & Guide) 
The tomb of American primatologist Dian Fossey lies at Karisoke Research Centre within Volcanoes National Park where travellers pay regular tributes to this great 
conservationists who kick-started gorilla protection in the park. Fossey was killed in 1985 by poachers in Volcanoes National Park while carrying out her primary work of 
protecting mountain gorillas.  
 
Volcano Hiking in Volcanoes National Park (Required: Permit & Guide) 
There are three volcanic summits within Volcanoes National Park including Mount Karisimbi, Mount Bisoke and Mount Muhabura. 
Mount Bisoke is the less challenging of the three hikes. Whilst Mount Karisimbi takes two days. 
 
The park is best known for tracking gorillas, however, there is plenty more to see and do. The shortest hike is to Lake Ngezi, a scenic little lake nestled in a volcanic 
depression at the foot of Mount Bisoke. It takes approximately three hours in total and is relatively easy going, with the possibility of encountering wildlife along the way, 
as well as amazing views across to the Congolese forests. 
 
For those keen to summit Mount Bisoke, a crater lake awaits at the top, which lies at 3 700 metres. This trail takes anything from five hours to a whole day. 
 
The highest peak in Rwanda is Mount Karisimbi, which translates as white shell, referring to the frequently white-capped cloud cover at the summit. At 4 507 metres it is a 
strenuous yet rewarding hike, taking two days, with camping along the way. As this is the territory of gorillas, other primates and many bird species, hikers could be blessed 
with a chance meeting along the way. 
 
In the saddle area between Mount Karisimbi and Mount Bisoke is the Karisoke Research Centre, founded by Dian Fossey in 1967, as well as the site of her grave.  
 
Other hikes include Mount Muhubura, a demanding full day climb up to 4 127 metres, and the scenic twin lakes of Burera and Ruhondo. It is possible to reach a viewpoint 

 change it up a bit, it is possible to hire a boat for a scenic lake cruise. 
 
The Buhanga Eco-Park offers more of a wander than a hike but is nevertheless worth considering. Paths crafted from lava stones form an interconnecting network 
between observation platforms, sometimes running between ancient ficus trees with creepers clinging to their trunks. Rwandan kings of old were crowned in the caves in 
the Buhanga sacred forest, which translates as creation. Alongside its cultural significance, it is also quite beautiful, with rare orchids and butterflies.

Conservation in Rwanda is celebrated through various displays in the day lounge, from showcasing Wilderness 
Children in the Wilderness projects. Shopping at Bisate Kwanda at the Bisate Boutique (purchases at an additional cost) and massage treatments on a mobile bed (treatments at 
an additional cost) are available.

The driver/guide will wait for the guests to return 
from their gorilla trek and will collect the guests from the park exit. From there, the driver/guide will either return the guests back to the lodge or continue with any other 
sightseeing or souvenir shopping on request or as booked and costed. 
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Arrivals for Wilderness Bisate:  
• Should guests arrive in Rwanda early in the morning, Wilderness Rwanda Travel Shop will offer guests the option of either booking a day room to rest/freshen up or experience 

a city tour of Kigali which includes a key and insightful visit to the Genocide Memorial. There will be an opportunity to enjoy a cup of delicious Rwandan coffee or a light lunch 
at a local restaurant before departing for Wilderness Bisate on the guided vehicle transfer (approximately 3.0 hours). An alternative to spending time in Kigali, is a stop en-route 
in Musanze for lunch and an introduction to Dian Fossey and her legacy, the Karisoke exhibit to learn about gorilla conservation or a visit to the Twin Lakes, formed by volcanic 
activity.  

• Arrivals at Wilderness Bisate Lodge can be accommodated from 12:00 onwards for lunch, with the villas being made available to guests after their lunch. Should guests prefer 
to arrive before 12:00, please indicate this when booking, in which case, the welcome will be at the day lounge, Bisate Kwanda on arrival. Guests will be able to relax at Bisate 
Kwanda, and have lunch at the lounge, before proceeding to the lodge for check-in.  

 
Departures for Wilderness Bisate:  
• Should guests not be participating in a gorilla trek on the day of departure, check-out and departure from Wilderness Bisate is at 10:30 for their vehicle transfer back to Kigali or 

other onward arrangements. Should guests have leisure time in Kigali before the flight, we recommend that a day room be booked at one of the hotels.

Park, during the low season of 01 November to 31 May, then a 30% discount is offered on the first gorilla trekking permit only per person. Any subsequent permit will be at the 
full rate. 

• In order to qualify for said discounted rate, the whole itinerary must fall within the low season period.  
• There is no block-out period over the festive season. Should this offer be rescinded by the government, then the full cost will be charged and quotes adjusted accordingly. 
• Until further notice from the Rwanda Development Board, said 30% discount remains applicable for the periods of 01 January 202 3 to 31 December 2023, as well as  

01 January 2024 to 31 December 2024. 
• This is a great way to add value to an itinerary that includes a combination of Wilderness Bisate and Wilderness Magashi. An ideal Rwandan itinerary would include three nights 

at Wilderness Magashi for an exclusive/wild safari experience, an overnight in Kigali to discover the history and culture of Rwanda, with three nights at Wilderness Bisate, trekking 
for gorillas or on an excursion for golden monkey sightings. 

• Note that discounted gorilla trekking permits are not applicable for the period 01 June to 31 October each year.

Private Gorilla Trekking Permits: The Details 
• May be booked for a minimum of one person or up to a maximum of eight persons in a group.

Set on the edge of the Parc National des Volcans in a lush green property 16 hectares (40 acres), Wilderness Sabyinyo enjoys dramatic views of the surrounding volcanoes. 
All guest cottages (stone buildings with Rwandese terracotta tile roofs) are discretely situated in the folds of the hills and amongst the verdant vegetation of the Sabyinyo 
property. Each beautifully appointed en-suite cottage, with its country-chic style and open log fires, is a perfect haven of warmth and luxury. The main lodge building is 
designed with the guest in mind. Assorted seating areas in the main lounge and dining room provide for intimate privacy, or the opportunity to meet other guests, and open-
log fires throughout create a luxuriously warm and inviting atmosphere.  
 
Wilderness Sabyinyo was developed with the idea to create a lodge whose revenue streams would improve the lives of local community members and directly support 
gorilla conservation. In partnership with The African Wildlife Foundation (AWF), and The International Gorilla Conservation Program (IGCP), it was decided that the ownership 
of the lodge would rest with a Community Trust, SACOLA. Lease rentals and a community development levy paid by every guest staying at the lodge are received by 
SACOLA. These income streams, totalling millions of US Dollars, are the driving force behind the socio-economic development projects undertaken by SACOLA and have 
directly benefited thousands of households and had a very positive impact on the lives of community members, as well as gorilla conservation.

Serengeti National Park 
➢ Proclaimed a national park in 1951, and designated a World Heritage Site by UNESCO in 1981, the Serengeti is indeed a remarkable place  one of the last 

true natural wonders on planet Earth. 
➢ The Serengeti ecosystem has varied terrain, with an elevation ranging from the highest parts in the crater highlands at 3 636 metres (11 929 feet) to Speke 

Gulf on Lake Victoria at 920 metres (3 018 feet). The highlands are the result of volcanic activity related to the plate tectonics of the Rift Valley. Several river 
catchments drain the area, the Mara River being the only permanent river in the Serengeti ecosystem. Additionally, the area has bands of hills that rise steeply 
from the flat landscape, soils rich in minerals due to the volcanic ash on the plains. 

➢ The topography of the Serengeti plays a crucial role in the Great Migration of wildebeest and other grazing animals. The migration is a year-round cycle, 
driven by the search for food, water, and better breeding grounds. The topography of the Serengeti, including its rivers, hills, and plains, creates a unique 
ecosystem that provides different habitats and resources at different times of the year. 

➢ Serengeti National Park is at the heart of the larger Serengeti ecosystem being the area covered by the annual migrations. In the vast acacia plains, comprising 
1.5 million hectares (3 706  
zebras, among numerous other ungulates  journeying through the park in search of grazing grounds and water  followed by their predators including lions, 
hyenas and crocodiles, is one of the most impressive natural spectacles in the world.  

➢ The Serengeti harbours the largest remaining unaltered animal migration engaging in a 1 000 kilometre (621 mile) long annual circular trek spanning the two 
adjacent countries of Kenya and Tanzania. This remarkable phenomenon takes place in an unique scenic setting of never-ending plains: 25 000 square 
kilometres of treeless expanses of spectacularly flat short grasslands (vital grazing for migratory plains game), dotted with kopjes (distinctive rocky outcrops, 
favoured by lions as these provide good vantage points over the plains), interspersed with rivers and woodlands (secure habitat for smaller predators and 
birds), riverine forests (dense forests of evergreen trees along the rivers). In addition, the Park hosts one of the largest and most diverse large predator-prey 
interactions worldwide, providing a particularly impressive aesthetic experience.  

➢ While animals rule the immense plains of the Serengeti, one of the most famous people who call this beautiful area home, are the Maasai with their traditional 
way of life  making them a symbol of Tanzanian and Kenyan culture.
